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REGULATION NO.217/2024
A COUNCIL OF REGIONAL GOVERNMENT
REGULATION ISSUED TO PROVIDE FOR THE
DETERMINATION OF URBAN CORRIDOR
DEVELOPMENT CONSTRUCTION WORK
SPECIAL PROCURMENT IMPLEMENTATION
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REGUALTION, IN THE AMHARA NATIONAL
REGIONAL STATE.
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Whereas, it is obvious that the development of urban
corridors of the government is one of a wide range of
development projects that shall believed to accelerate
development and improve the living standards of the

community ;

Whereas, it is believed that the construction of
corridors in cities is essential for modernizing cities
and improving the living conditions of the community,
especially by making cities more convenient and
comfortable for residents, and by making urban cities
more attractive and competitive in Africa and the
world, as well as conducive to tourism, thereby
bringing about comprehensive growth and accelerating
development;

Whereas, it is impossible to carry out the construction
work, consulting services, and procurement of goods
through the regular procurement execution system,
due to the unique nature of the development work, the
complexity of the procurement process, the budget
required for the construction, and the need for the
procurement to carry out the work quickly and
efficiently where corridor development is being
implemented in the main cities of our region;
Whereas, a special procurement implementation rule
is required in order to ensure that the corridor
development work is carried out in a consistent
manner, the budget is used for the intended purpose

and the project shall be completed within the
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stipulated time frame as well as quality;

NOWTHEREFORE; The Amhara Regional State
Government Council has issued this regulation in
accordance with Article 58, Sub-Article (7) of the
Revised Regional Constitution and Article 62, Sub-
Article (1) of the Amhara National Regional State
Administration

Property

Part One
General Provisions
1.Short Title
This Regulation may be cited as “The Amhara
National Regional State Urban Corridor Development
Construction Special Procurement

Regulation No. 217/2024”.

Implementation

2. Definition
1.Unless the context requires otherwise, in this

regulation:-

(A) ""Procurement’™ means the acquisition of goods,
consulting services, non-consulting services and

construction works by purchase, rental, lease

agreement or any other similar contract;

(B) "Price of Goods"™ means the total cost of
acquiring a good, including the cost of installation,
transportation, maintenance and other similar non-
consultative services related to the good and less than

the cost of the good;

(C) ""Service Cost' means the total cost of obtaining a

service other than a consultancy service, including the
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cost of any goods or construction work provided with

the service, which is less than the cost of the service;

(D)

services of a consulting nature, such as research,

"Consulting Services™ means
design and supervision, organizing various projects,
advising clients, providing training and transferring
knowledge, provided by consultants using their

professional skills;

(E) Work"'

construction, reconstruction, upgrading, demolition,

""Constructional means any new
maintenance or renovation work carried out in relation
to a building, road, bridge, dam, port, airport,
other and

waterworks, or infrastructure  works,

includes design and construction, construction

management, turnkey and similar contracts;

(F) "Urban Corridor Development™ includes the
construction of car, pedestrian and bicycle paths, green
development, residents' parks, security and other
related construction development works to modernize
cities and make them more convenient and suitable for

residents;

(G) "Bid" means the process of executing a purchase
or selling a property from the time the notice of

purchase or sale of property is published or called until
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the winner is identified and signs the contract;

(H) “Bidder” means a person or organization that has

been invited to participate in a government
procurement or sale of property or that has expressed

an interest in participating in a tender;

(1) “Contract Administration” means the act of
monitoring and controlling the activities of the
government agency to ensure that the obligations set
forth in the contract between the supplier or the
purchaser of the asset being disposed of are properly
fulfilled, including payment, timely delivery, contract
modification, price adjustment, quality and quantity
inspection, resolution of contract disputes, contract

completion, and other contract performance;

(J) "Contractor" means a person; organization;

institution; private limited liability company or
association registered as a contractor for water, road,
building or building and road works, who has been

issued a qualification certificate by a legal institution;

(K)

institution or organization that has carried out the

“Employment Office” means
construction procurement in accordance with the
approved design and budget with the assigned tasks
and responsibilities, and for the purposes of this
regulation, it means the head Office of the Chief
Executive;

(L) ""Person' Shall mean a natural or legal person.
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2. Anything described in the masculine gender also

includes the feminine gender.

3. Scope Of Application

This regulation shall apply to the general construction
work, consultancy services, procurement of goods and
services for the corridor development construction
work carried out by the urban administrations
classified under Article 6 Sub-Article 1(a) of the
Amhara Regional State Cities Re-establishment, Re-
organization and Determination of Powers and
Functions Proclamation No. 245/2017, as amended,
from the preparation stage until the completion of the
construction and final handover.

Part Two

Procurement Bodies and Their Responsibilities

4. Procurement Executive Bodies

NOWTHEREFORE, As stipulated in Article 47 Sub-
Article (1) of the Amhara National Regional State
Procurement and Asset Management Proclamation No.
179/2011, the bodies that shall be established to carry
out special high-value procurements of regional
importance shall be established and supervised by the
Department of City and Infrastructure Development,
in accordance with the directions given by the mayors
of the city administrations at each level, and shall be
committees that having been carrying out
procurements, provide technical support and decision-

making opinions for the construction of corridors.
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5. Duties and Responsibilities of the Department of

Urban and Infrastructure Development

The City and Infrastructure Department of the City
Administration shall have the following duties and
responsibilities:

1. Establish procurement and other necessary advisory

technical committees consisting of 3 to 5 members;

2. ldentify the duties and responsibilities of the
technical committees; examine the recommendations
presented by the committees and, where supported,

present them to the Mayor's Committee for decision;

3. Notwithstanding the provisions of Sub-Article 2 of
this Article, the procurement of construction works
shall be carried out without any financial ceiling,
without observing the conditions specified in the
Procurement Implementation Directive No. 1/2011,
based on the recommendations of the Advisory
Technical Committee, with goods or services from
local or international contractors and consultants,
directly or through other procurement methods as
necessary, and upon approval by the Mayoral
Committee, an order shall be issued to conclude a
contract and to carry out the procurement;

4. Submit them to the mayoral committee and decide
to make an agreement upon their approval where the
procurement implementing agencies encounter
changes and additional construction costs exceeding
the by the

implementation guidelines, and having been examine

ceiling set regional procurement

the appropriateness of the requests based on the

recommendations of the advisory technical
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committee,;

5. Where necessary, an advisory council may be
established to review and make recommendations
regarding the overall process of corridor development.
6. Supports and monitors the development of the
corridor, and submits a performance report to the

Mayor's Committee;

7.Enter into procurement contracts for the construction
of the corridor based on the initial direction provided

by the Mayor's Committee;

8. Organizes and maintains construction information;
9. Payment shall be made based on the construction
phase confirmation provided by the construction
consultant;

10. Perform other related duties as assigned by the

Mayor's Committee.

6. Composition, Duties and Responsibilities of the

Advisory Technical Committee

1) Select and organize various advisory
technical committees to provide
recommendations and monitor  the

construction process to ensure the effective

implementation of various procurement
activities until the completion and handover

of the city's corridor development from the

following institutions with their relevant

fields;

a) From the Mayor's Office;

b) From the City Finance Department
Office;

c) From the Office of the Department of
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City and Infrastructure Development;
d) From the City Justice Department Office;
e) From the city's Department of Employment

and Training.

2) Notwithstanding the provisions of sub-article (1) of
this article, the Department of City Development and
Infrastructure may organize committees from other
departments or experts; in case of compelling
circumstances or when deemed necessary, replace one

of the committee members with another.

7. Duties and Responsibilities of the Advisory
Technical Committee

1) Submitting a recommendation to the Department of
city Development and Infrastructure to procure
directly without competitive bidding for the execution
of the corridor construction and development work,
when it is deemed necessary and reasonable to issue a
tender;

2) Where the Advisory Technical Committee submits
its decision, in accordance with the evaluation criteria
prepared by the Department of City and Infrastructure,
depending on the nature of the procurement, without
bidding

contractors, consultants, goods and service providers

complying with the regular law, from
engaged in the field;

3) Presenting an organized proposal for a decision
where issues arise during the construction process that

require a decision from the Department of Urban and
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Infrastructure Development; and monitoring its

implementation once a decision has been made;

4) Perform other related tasks assigned by the

department and provide technical support.

8. Pre-Evaluation Requirements of Consultants and

Contractors

a/ Those who have a valid business license in the field,;

b/ In the case of construction, those who have
professional licenses that meet the standards given
for construction;

¢/ Where competitors are organized in an enterprise,

they will be identified in accordance with the

Directive No. 52/2021 issued for this purpose.

9. Responsibilities of the Bureau of Urban and
Infrastructure Development

The duties and responsibilities assigned to the office
by other laws shall be preserved:

1) Provides support and supervision to ensure that the
corridor development work initiated by urban
administrations is carried out effectively, sets
direction, and informs for corrective action where
there are significant shortcomings;

2) Submit a regular report to the Chief Executive on
the progress of the corridor development being carried
out by the regional city administrations and shall

implement the operational guidelines provided.

Part Three
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Miscellaneous Provisions

10. Organization of Corridor Development
Construction Work Executive

The Mayor's Committee may establish, amend, and
modify the implementation arrangements for the
corridor construction and development work as
appropriate.

11. Power to Amend Regulations and Issue
Directives

1) The power to amend this regulation shall be vested

in the Regional Government Council.

2) The Regional Finance Office shall issue detailed

implementation directives for this regulation.

12. Inapplicable Laws
Any rule, regulation or practice that is inconsistent
with this rule shall not apply to matters covered by this

regulation.

13. Effective Date

1) This regulation shall come into force on 19"
December 2024, upon its approval by the Regional
Government Council.

2) Construction, consulting, and procurement contracts
concluded before the approval of this regulation shall
be implemented in the manner in which they were

initiated.
